Abstract 
 
 In the past, different types of rainbows were known, and they were signs for the 

Hawaiian people of this archipelago. They were interpreted by the priests, prophets, and the 

commoners alike. The goals of this project are to explain the rainbow features, the vertical strata 

and the times that the types of rainbows appear, their signs/omens, and to compare the traditional 

Hawaiian knowledge to the western scientific knowledge concerning rainbows. The research 

sources include the old Hawaiian language newspapers, traditional Hawaiian stories, books of 
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famous Hawaiian scholars, recordings of interviews of elders that have passed, and interviews of 

some people that are living today. Western scientific sources were also researched concerning 

rainbows. The research results are explained for all of the rainbow types. Thirty types of 

rainbows were identified along with twenty one signs/omens. The traditional Hawaiian 

knowledge about signs/omens and types of rainbows is very deep. The western scientific 

knowledge about rainbow physics is very deep. The knowledge of the Hawaiian people and the 

scientists are both very valuable. The Hawaiian language can be used to explain both 

perspectives.

1.1.2 He Mau Wae Huaʻōlelo ʻAna 

I mea e hōʻike ai i ke ʻano o nā ānuenue like ʻole a me ko lākou hiʻohiʻona, ʻo ka mea i 

pono ai ka wae ʻana i kekahi huaʻōlelo kūpono. ʻO ka mea mua, he aha ka huaʻōlelo kūpono loa? 

ʻO ia ke ʻano ānuenue a i ʻole ka inoa ānuenue? Malia paha, like a like ia mau huaʻōlelo 

ānuenue. No laila, ua noiʻi ʻia ka papakilo waihona no ka hoʻohana ʻia ʻana o ia mau huaʻōlelo.

Kilo ʻia ka hoʻomāhele ʻana i ua Papahulilani nei ma 

loko o kēia mokuna nei, ʻo ia hoʻi, nā pōʻai lewa a me nā pōʻai Kahiki.

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o Pele i Halemaʻumaʻu a me ka luaʻi koke ʻana o ka pele.107 Eia kekahi, wahi a kekahi kumu, ʻo 

ke ānuenue, ʻo ia kahi kino lau o Pele.108 Eia hou kekahi, ʻewalu kaikaina o Pele i kapa ʻia ʻo 

Hiʻiaka, a he mau hōʻailona ānuenue ko kekahi ʻelua o ua mau Hiʻiaka, penei: “A ka māhele hoʻi 

a kekahi poʻe, he ʻewalu nō Hiʻiaka e like aʻela nō me ia i hōʻike ʻia aʻela, a eia ko lākou mau 

inoa: Hiʻiakamākolewāwahiwaʻa a ʻo ka lei hala a me ke ānuenue kona mau hōʻailona; ... 

Hiʻiakanoholani, ʻo ka ʻōnohi ʻula a me ka uakoko ko ia nei hōʻailona;...”109 

I ka wā kahiko, ʻo ke ānuenue, he hōʻailona i hoʻouna ʻia aku e kekahi ʻuhane. Malia 

paha, ʻo ia ʻuhane, he hoa ia, he lālā ʻohana ʻakahi nō i hala, he ʻaumakua, he akua, a pēlā aku. 

Maopopo nō nā hōʻailona ānuenue i kekahi ʻohana a me kekahi mau kānaka pākahi. Ua hoʻoili 

ʻia nā unuhi ʻohana mai kēlā me kēia hanauna. ʻO ia unuhi ʻohana, ʻo ia ke kāwili ʻia o kekahi 

moʻolelo/kaʻao a me kekahi unuhi ponoʻī.110 Eia kahi laʻana, inā e ʻōʻili ana he ānuenue ma mua

Hoʻopuka ʻia ma 

loko o ia ʻatikala, ʻo ka hōʻailona o ka luakālai, he aliʻi make ka hopena. ʻO ka pūnohu, inā e kū 

ka pūnohu i ka moana a i ka ʻāina paha, he aliʻi nui ia. ʻO ka ʻōnohi, he hōʻailona aliʻi. ʻO ka 

uakoko, he hōʻailona no ka hānau ʻia ʻana o kekahi aliʻi, ka hiki ʻana mai a kekahi aliʻi, a i ʻole 

ka hala ʻana iho o kekahi aliʻi.

ʻelua - Secondary trait 

A secondary trait is a 
characteristic that is less 
obvious, consistent, situation-
dependent and only apparent 
perhaps in specific 
circumstances. In this paper 
they are a frequently noticeable 
feature(s) of a particular type of 
rainbow. Like the primary triat, 
it could also be the shape, color, 
elevation, proximity to other 
objects such as the sun, moon, 
clouds, but not as prominent as 
the primary trait.
